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You must be present for the entire class period to receive credit toward your certificate. Registrants who do not attend the 
session or who leave early will not receive credit. It is your responsibility to complete and return the application for credit that 
your instructor will distribute at the end of the class. Credits are valid for four years. If a county official does not graduate within 
the four-year period, expired credits will be removed from his/her record. Participants are eligible to earn credit for Level II 
courses after graduating from Level I or earning credit for at least six Level I courses.
