This plan shall
include not only the facility tools for the Detention Center but also kitchen equipment
such as knives, cooking utensils, and other items used in the kitchen as well as
medical supplies located in the medical units that could be utilized to breach facility
security or endanger personnel. These plans, policies, and procedures should
include the standard use of inventory shadow boards, etchings, or color coding of
facility tools to ensure that such tools are easily identified as secured or missing.
