	Remarks  Comments  JustificationStatement on the perceived need for new or revised standard: Inspections are currently viewed as pass or fail where any deficiency is typically considered a failure no matter how minor the deficiency may be in regard to the overall facility and the safety ad security of that facility.  SC needs to develop a rating system that accurately identifies deficiencies as minor, major, and critical with weighted scoring based on these categories with the intent of the inspection being to assist the facility with needed recommendations and improvements to ensure the care, custody, and control of the inmates as well as the safety and wellbeing of the staff. 
	Remarks  Comments  JustificationProposal explanation: The Department of Corrections Compliance and Inspection Division will establish a system that classifies all standards into minor, major, and critical categories where scoring of each item classified as minor is one (1) point, each item classifies as major is two (2) points, and each critical items is three (3) points to establish a maximum total score and prepare a scoring form for the facility inspections.  Deficiencies will result in a deduction of the number of points assigned for each item within the category. Inspectors can award partial points for an item in a category worth more than one point if they determine the Facility is in compliance with a part of the standard but not all of the standard. A total inspection score for the facility will be based on the percentage of total number of points for the facility compared to the total possible points for the inspection. The facilities final rating for the inspection will be a letter grade based on the following scores: A+ Score of 98-100; A Score of 95-97; A- 92-94; B+ 89-91; B 86-88; B- 83-85; C+ 80-82; C 77-79, C- 74-76; D+ 71-73; D 68-70; D- 65-67; Failing is a final score of  64 and below.

The classification of standards into the catagories as well as the scoring form will be presented to the Standards Committee for approval and once approved will be an appendix part of the SC Minimum Standards for final approval and to be adopted as part of the Standards
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
