	Remarks  Comments  JustificationStatement on the perceived need for new or revised standard: One of the most important classes that needs to be part of the Pre-Service and In-Service Training is medication pass or medication delivery.  The vast majority of the detention facilities in this state do not have medical service where nurses deliver the medication to the inmates.  Under the non-dispencing pharmacy license every facility is required to have, the only way officers can deliver medication to the inmates is if they have been properly trained in medication delivery.  The medication delivery class is required annually.  It needs to be added to both the Pre-Service and In-Service training requirements in the standards.
